Steelhead trout spawn and
migratory birds find shelter
here. The Nature
Conservancy, the Cleveland
Museum of Natural History, and
Friends of Arcola Creek (a Lake County preservation
group) have all been instrumental in the preservation of
the natural refuge. Lake Metroparks owns and manages
152 acres of land called Arcola Creek Park through an
agreement with the Lake County Commissioners.

Park land on the east and west bank of the Chagrin River
are linked by a pedestrian bridge. Access is provided to
more than 2.83 miles of trails. Chagrin River Park is a
great place to see great blue herons, kingfishers, bank
swallows, and sandpipers near the river. Two wetland
areas support frogs, salamanders, and a variety of
songbirds. The seasonal wetland near the picnic shelter
serves as a haven for a variety of waterfowl such as
mallards and blue-winged teal.  Most of the park’s
natural areas are made up of dense shrubs with pockets
of mature forest bordering wetland areas.

The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, founded in 1827, has paved
the way for the Greenway Corridor – a bustling bike and hike
trail replacing the historic railroad. Sounds of bicycle wheels
and happy walkers replace train whistles and the clattering of
tracks as one travels on the 4.8-mile paved trail. This corridor
links Painesville, Painesville Township and Concord Township,
allowing visitors to enjoy the natural beauty of these
communities in a safe environment. Travelers cross bridges 
and experience varied levels of terrain with a 240-ft. drop in
elevation from Concord Township to Painesville City. 
An extension at the southern end of the trail, slated for
completion in fall 2005, will connect the Greenway Corridor
with The Maple Highland Trail to Chardon.

Hell Hollow Wilderness Area has a high cliff top with a
loop trail and 262 timber steps that provide a dramatic
descent to the creek valley.  The more than 100-foot-deep
ravine was carved thousands of years ago by Paine Creek
after glaciers retreated from Ohio.  This park offers
impressive views of the 360 million year-old Chagrin
Shale cliff above a deep river valley.  Audubon Ohio has
designated this park as an Important Bird Area.
